Students had a good understanding of the debate process and, for the most part, of the subject areas. Students should conduct research and practice debate strategies prior to attendance at the conference. Students should maintain eye contact with judges, engaging them for at least two minutes.

Communications Challenge

The quality of the entries was good. Students should use a computer as opposed to a paste-up.

Construction Challenge

If using a static display, students should clearly state the problem and define the solution. Supporting evidence should be in the notebook. The display should have eye appeal and details. The total hours spent on the project should be noted. A timeline should capture every aspect of the project, from planning to completion.  Notebooks should be more detailed.

Digital Photography Challenge

Students should have a firm understanding of the rules and regulations, as well as any software they use.

Electronic Game Challenge
Students should read the rules and regulations closely (for example, note that entries should be turned in on DVD, not CD). Many of the games were very entertaining and fun. Students should secure discs in binders. Students should research storyboards. To be most effective, storyboards must be completed in advance of the game.

Graphic Design
Students should read and follow the rules for this event closely.

Inventions and Innovations
Students need to read the rules and regulations; several had rules violations in their events. Students should use the front side of notebook pages only, as well as stick to the number of pages allowed.  A video must run easily and the instructions must be clear. A video demonstrates more creativity than a PowerPoint slide show.

Leadership Challenge
Students need to be more prepared and familiar with the rules and regulations of this event.

Manufacturing Challenge
In most entries, the quality of the product was better than the accompanying documentation.

Medical Technology Challenge
Students should read and follow general and specific rules. They should use easybib.com to keep down plagiarism and reference issues.  They need to pay attention to details – ex., cut straight, use double sided tape, print in black on white paper, and keep the display simple. Spelling counts!

Prepared Speech
Students should not introduce themselves by name and school. Participants should practice moving around during their presentations, and let their personality show through in their speeches. Creativity, with props, will improve a score.

Problem Solving Challenge
Participants should listen to instructions and review the problem by using the engineering design process and applicable problem solving skills. Enthusiastic, innovative problem solving skills and safe participation were observed.

Students should practice in advance of the competition and be aware of all rules and regulations.

Note cards for this event should be submitted, as required.  

Technology Transfer Challenge
Participants should increase and improve their communication.
